ST PETER

On 29" June, we celebrate the Feast of St Peter

and St Paul.

St Peter (d. c. 64AD), originally called Simon, was

a married fisherman from Bethsaida, near the Sea

of Galilee. He met Jesus through his brother,

Andrew. Jesus gave him the name of Cephas

(Peter) which means rock. Peter is always named

first in the list of apostles. He was one of theeéh

apostles who were privileged to witness the

Transfiguration, the raising of the daughter of

Jairus, and the Agony in the Garden.

When Peter made his famous confession of faith,

that Jesus was the Christ, Jesus recognised it as

being the result of a revelation from the Fathes. H

in turn told Peter that he would be the rock on

which his Church would be built, that the 'gates of

hell' would never prevail against it. Peter and the

apostles would have the power of 'binding and

loosing', but Peter would be personally given klegs of the kingdom of heaven'.
Jesus also forewarned Peter of his betrayal ansegulent strengthening of the other
apostles. After his Resurrection, Jesus appearPeter before the other apostles, anc
later entrusted him with the mission to feed bdih ambs and the sheep of Christ's
flock.

Peter played a big part in the early Church, andeastioned many times in the Book
of Acts, where in the early chapters he organidexl dhoice of Judas' successor,
preached with stirring authority at Pentecost; aad the very first apostle to work a
miracle. Peter went on to defend the apostlest tglteach at the Sanhedrim, and to
condemn Ananias and Sapphira. It was Peter whorBedised that Christianity was
also for the gentiles, after his meeting with Céiuse Later he took a prominent part
in the council at Jerusalem, and went on to clash 8t Paul at Antioch for hesitating
about eating with gentiles.



crucified head-downwards. There is
no conclusive proof either way that
St Peter's relics are at the Vatican,
but it is significant that Rome is the
only city that ever claimed to be
Peter's place of death.
St Peter was a major influence on
Mark when writing his gospel, and
the First Epistle of Peter was very
probably his. (Many scholars
believe that the Second Epistle was
written at a later date.)
From very early times Peter was
invoked by Christians as a universal

saint. He was the heavenly door-keeper, the patfothe

Church and the papacy, a saint both powerful andssible.

In England there were important dedications to PetEm

early times: monasteries such as Canterbury, Gihsty,

Malmesbury, Peterborough, Lindisfarne, Whitby,

Wearmouth, and especially Westminster. Cathedradsew

named after him, too: York, Lichfield, Worcestedabelsey.

In all, it has been calculated that 1,129 pre-Rua#iion

churches were dedicated to St Peter, and anotl®&td28S

Peter and Paul together.

Images of Peter are innumerable, but his portmitemains

curiously the same: a man with a square face, d bal

tonsured head, and a short square, curly beard. Not

surprisingly, his chief emblem is a set of keysmnetimes

along with a ship or fish and an inverted cross.
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Another miracle!

THE THREAD OF GOD'S LOVE

In 563 an Irish monk was forced to leave his
homeland because of a conflict that had led
to a misuse of power and even bloodshed.
On Pentecost Sunday he arrived on the
island of lona off the north-west coast of

Scotland with twelve companions. There he
began a new way of life founded on Christ’s

mercy and forgiveness of the past, and so
created one of the great centres of faith and
mission in the Christian Church. His name

was Columba, and we keep his feast day on
9 June.

His monastery on lona started as a small

cluster of wooden buildings with a church and asfjueuse. Around were fields of
crops and cattle and bees. But under Columba’sagol it grew, and from lona
monks were sent into Scotland as one arm of a omasy advance that reached
down through England to France and across Europe.

That outreach was an amazing achievement. But @asstamazing was the
consolidation of monastic life on lona that resuiite’o centuries later in the Book of
Kells. This text of the four Gospels was begun tiypes and artists in the library of
lona. It grew into one of the masterpieces of Ceidtit that was taken to Kells in
Ireland to escape the Viking invaders who ravageddland. Along with the text of
the Gospels, there are illustrations of Jesus, Mawy the four evangelists, together
with decorations at once intricate and fantastattgyns that interweave and interlace
across the page with an odd face here and a wesatuce there. The design is in
brilliant detail, and you can follow the lines &&y weave in and out. This delight in
patterns is evident in lots of Celtic art.

It is good to imagine Columba on lona meditating tba thread of God’s grace
woven into his life as he looked back to his yaarsreland and his pilgrimage to
lona. It might have seemed at one glance a cometicmterweaving of events and
experiences, and then perhaps as he looked agawmoild see God'’s love threading
its way through that history and redeeming botnd him.



It is the same for us. As we look at our livesytheay
seem complex and involved patterns of events and
circumstances taking us here and there. As we ponde
those patterns, then we can begin to see a thread
woven into the patterns that guides and leads us on
And as we stand back, all the patterns and threads
seem to make sense as we spot that guiding thread.
Just as we can stand back from the designs of this
page and see God’s love spelling out the name of
Christ, our Lord.
